The Technical Inspection Form must be completed and signed by a service facility. All deficiencies must be corrected.  
Verify that your helmet has a valid SNELL certification sticker: SA2005, SA2000, M2005 or M2000. Spare helmets are not 
available, although the track has rental helmets available if reserved in advance.

Event Rules and Information 
Please take a few minutes to read these event rules and the track rules in your registration packet. 

Drivers Education is intended to provide a safe and legal opportunity to explore the capabilities of your car and your 
driving skills. The activity is dangerous only if the participants do not adhere to the rules established for the safety of 
everyone - participants, guests, corner workers, and emergency personnel.  

1) Participating cars must be inspected at a service facility prior to the event. All items in the Pre-Event 
section of the Tech Form must be inspected by the service facility. The Grid Tech portion of the Tech 
Form will be completed at the track. Grid Tech and Registration will be open at the track 4 PM to 7 PM 
Friday August 13, and 6:45 to 8:00 AM Saturday August 14. We encourage you to complete Grid Tech 
and Registration on Friday to help us – and you! - stay on schedule Saturday morning. 

2) All participants must complete a Medical Form. If you did not mail a Medical Form with your registration 
form, or if your information has changed, please submit a completed form at Registration. This information 
is confidential, and will be used only in the event of an emergency.  

3) Upon arrival at the track, stop at the track administration building to your right before passing through the 
security gate to complete registration. Do not block the track driveway or gate. Bring  your Tech Form and 
driver license to Registration. At Registration, you will sign the PCA and track waivers, then receive your 
registration material and a wristband that allows you on track. If you have non-driving guests, they must 
also sign both waivers and receive a guest wristband.  

4) In the paddock, park and unload your car. Do not park in the area designated for garage renters or in a 
garage bay unless you have reserved one from the track. Then proceed to Grid Tech with your Tech 
Form, car, and helmet. At Grid Tech, you will receive a Tech Completed sticker and a run group sticker.  

5) Additional driving rules and procedures will be discussed during the mandatory Student and Instructor 
Meetings held Saturday and Sunday mornings. Staging and track entrance/exit procedures will be 
explained during the Saturday morning meeting. Parking in the staging area is restricted to instructors who 
must transfer quickly between their cars and their students’ cars. Pit Road is to remain clear at all times. 
Do not proceed from Staging onto Pit Road unless directed to do so by a worker at Staging or at Pit-Out. 

6) THIS IS NOT RACING!!!  Passing signals and passing zones will be strictly enforced! The PCA “two-spin” 
rule is in effect. Our Chief Instructor will have a chat with any driver who spins twice, repeatedly overshoots 
braking zones, or exhibits any other dangerous or discourteous behavior. You may be asked to leave the 
event if the Chief Instructor feels that your continued actions compromise the safety of the event. 

7) If a corner station displays a Red Flag, do not slam on your brakes because the driver directly behind you 
may not have seen the Red Flag. Check your mirrors, then safely slow your car to a STOP and move to 
one side of the track. After stopping, you may roll forward slowly (5 mph) until you can see and be seen by 
a corner worker. Do not leave the pavement unless directed by a corner worker. 

8) The consumption of alcohol by participants or by their guests is not permitted until after the last session 
ends and track is declared closed for the day. Anyone observed violating this rule will be asked to leave the 
event immediately. The use of illegal drugs is not permitted in the facility at any time.  

9) Children and leashed pets* must be supervised at all times.    *Please “doo” keep the paddock clean. 

10) Students cannot take other students or non-participants for rides during the regular run sessions. 
Instructors are the only permitted passengers with Students. Students may ride with Instructors.

 STUDENT INFORMATION 14-15 August 2010 

 

Student Meetings are mandatory. Each morning begins with a drivers meeting to review the event rules and activities.  
Throughout the day, students attend classes between their on-track sessions. Please be prompt since the sessions are 
brief. If you are late, you may miss important concepts. 
 

Orientation Laps  
After your Saturday drivers meeting, Instructors and Students meet in the Staging area. Students ride with Instructors who 
show Students the track for several slow laps (<55mph) with no passing. Helmets are not required. 
 

On-track Sessions 
Watch your schedule to be on time for your sessions. Announcements will be made if we deviate from the schedule. 
Discuss with your Instructor where you will meet before each session. We prefer that you and your Instructor are in the 
car when you enter the Staging area. If your Instructor is on track in the previous session, determine a convenient spot to 
meet in the paddock that is out of the traffic lanes. At the entrance to Staging, we will check that you are ready to go on 
track – correct run group, wristband, helmet secured, seat belt fastened, etc, - before directing you to Pit Lane. Your 
Instructor will provide the information that you need to safely negotiate the on-track activities. 
 

If you spin or go off the track (whether 2 or 4 wheels), come into the pits to have your car checked. If you spin or go off the 
track twice, you will be asked to park the car for the day – PCA 2-spin rule. Anytime that you spin or leave the pavement, 
wait for a corner worker to direct you back into the flow of traffic. If you are not going to make it through a turn, commit 
early to drive straight off the track. Avoid sliding off the track sideways which increases the possibility of rolling your car. 
 

Staying on the track keeps it clean for everyone! Those drivers who chronically drop a wheel will be Black Flagged for 
chats on Pit Lane. If they continue to dust the track, they will be assigned to our Dust Bunny team to help sweep the track 
between run sessions.  Sweeping breaks take away from track time for everyone. 
 

Four Places to pay attention at Carolina Motorsports Park 

 Pit Out – STAY LEFT LEFT LEFT until fully through Turn 1 and into 2. Cars on track have the right-of-way. 

 Turn 3: This is a dangerous turn if you are early and attempt to save it.  

 Turn 10, The Kink: - Keep your speed low until you are confident and comfortable with how your car reacts to the 
bumps at the Kink. Your Instructor will help you with car placement, which is best learned a lower speeds. 

 Turn 14: Opening up the radius of this turn has made it slightly faster; however, the significantly increased speed 
from the faster Turns 12 and 13 creates a critical braking zone with no sand pit to slow the car. 

Passing Zones by Run Groups (Passed car stays on line. Passing car moves to side indicated in table.)

 Drivers Meetings can be brief if everyone will take a few minutes to read the event rules, track rules, and other 
material provided in their registration packets. If anything is unclear or omitted, do not hesitate to ask. 

 If you have questions or a problem, check with the Chief Instructor or a volunteer. If no one is at the Registration 
table, check the Staging area. Someone with the answer (or with a radio to the answer) will always be available. 

 If you prefer another Instructor, please check with the Chief Instructor. Mismatches are not unusual. Reassigning 
Students and Instructors is preferable to anyone having an unpleasant weekend. 

 No Instructor shall drive a Student car, unless they are registered to drive the car for the event. 

 The only passengers allowed in Student cars are INSTRUCTORS. Instructors are encouraged to take their Students 
for a ride during the weekend. Please remember that they have more experience than you, so be careful when you 
are behind the wheel again. Late braking for your Instructor may be too late for you. Safe driving always! 

 Please turn in your evaluation forms before you depart Sunday. 

 Instructors are the greatest contributors to the safety of an event. Treat yours well and pay attention. 

 SPEED LIMIT inside the paddock is 10mph. 
 All person entering CMP are required to sign the RELEASE AND WAVIER OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY 

AGREEMENT.   THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS! 
 NO RACE ENGINES MAY RUN BEFORE 7:30 AM OR AFTER 8:00 PM.  
 The PA System is not to be used before 7:30am or after 7:00pm. 
 NO VEHICLES of any kind allowed on the track AFTER 5pm. You may ride bicycles or walk the track. 
 No ATVs, PIT BIKES or DIRT BIKES allowed on the premises without prior approval from the track manager.  YOU 

MUST HAVE A VALID DRIVERõS LICENSE TO OPERATE ANY VEHICLE ON THE PREMISES. 
 No fireworks, firearms, weapons or illegal drugs are permitted anywhere on the premises. 
 All trash shall be placed in trash barrels.  You will be billed for any items left at the track that must be disposed of by 

a disposal company; tires, batteries, fuel barrels, etc. 
 Dump waste oil into yellow 55-gallon drums marked òOILó. 
 Dump anti-freeze into blue 55-gallon drums marked òANTI-FREEZEó. 
 Do not dump race fuel into recycling barrels.  You will be billed the disposal fee for contaminated liquids. 
 Report oil and fuel spills to officials so that they can be cleaned up. 
 No loud music or bass-boomers are permitted.  Be considerate of neighbors. 
 CMP allows pets into the Park. Should you choose to bring a pet, they must be leashed at all times, and the owner is 

responsible for their behavior, damages and clean-ups.  Pets are not allowed in any of the buildings, concession 
area, false grid or pit area at any time.  NO EXCEPTIONS. 

 Campfires/ground fires are not permitted. 
 GATES WILL CLOSE AT 10pm. 
 No climbing or jumping fences, doing so is cause for expulsion from the Track. 
 Do not damage any grassy area in ANY manner. 
 No fishing or swimming in the lake. 
 Keep children away from the lake. The lake is off limits to all activities. 
 Driving counter-race is strictly forbidden at all times. 
 Do not tape notices to any painted surface, mirrors, guardrails, building walls, etc.  Bulletin boards are provided by 

the Timing and Scoring building. 
 Each competitor must have at least one (1) portable BC dry chemical fire extinguisher of at least 10lbs and in good 

working condition in their pit area. 
 Decibel limits are set at 105db fifty feet from the track.  The track will monitor noise level at your event.  If the racer 

has exceeded the 105db limit, the racer will be black flagged, brought in, told of the infraction and given a chance to 
comply with the decibel limit.  If the racer is not able to reduce the noise level within the decibel limit, the racer must 
pull the vehicle from the event.  The maximum dB limit is subject to be lowered within the next year. 

 SUNDAY QUIET TIME ð In observance of local church services, the track will observe quiet time on Sundays from 
11am to 12pm.  Absolutely NO RACE ENGINES may run during this time, nor is the PA system to be used. 

 No PARKIING OR REPAIRING VEHICLES ON ANY OF THE PADDOCK ROADS.  These access roads are considered 
an EMERGENCY FIRE LANE by the Fire Marshal.  Please do not set up scales, jack stands, or refuel on the asphalt 
paddock roads. 

 CMP reserves the right to admit VIP visitors into the park during any event. 
 FUEL CANNOT BE SOLD AT THE TRACK OR PRE-SOLD FOR DELIVERY TO THE TRACK. 

 If you have any questions you need to contact the Track Manger before arriving.  We have SUNOCO 100 ð110 ð 112 
 available for sale at the track. 

 DAMAGES TO TRACK, FACILITIES, and UTILITIES- during an event, it is the Lesseeõs responsibility to assure the 
safety and security of the track property for all participants.  Lessee assumes responsibility, and is subject to being 
invoiced for damage to the track and its facilities arising from abuse or misuse of the same.  Failure to comply with 
this provision may result in Lessee being barred from acquiring future dates, or the Lessee being required to post a 
damage bond at future events.  All utilities located at the Park are located underground.  Please check with track 
personnel prior to inserting anything into the ground (i.e. tent stakes).  Failure to do so, and if damages occur to the 
utilities, Lessee is responsible for all repair charges. 

TRACK MANAGEMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO BAR, EXPEL, OR FINE

Drivers Education 101: 
An Introduction to the Secret Language of High Performance Driving 

 

For those participants who are new to Drivers Education, we have included a brief explanation of several terms 
which you may hear during the weekend. Ask questions! The classroom and in-car instructors are here to help 
you learn valuable skills which can be applied to on-track driving, as well as in your normal street driving. 
Students attend classroom sessions to enhance their understanding of high performance driving. Don’t worry 
about memorizing everything in advance. The classroom quizzes are usually quite easy unless the classroom 
instructor is having a particularly bad day.  
These terms are not in alphabetical order.  Terms defined in other paragraphs are in bold font. 
 

Run Groups 

Drivers are assigned to groups according to their experience level and car type. The biggest problem 
encountered in Drivers Education is speed differential within run groups. During the weekend, some drivers 
may be reassigned to a different run group. If you are reassigned to a lower group, don’t be discouraged.  If 
you are moved to a higher run group, don’t let it go to your head. Our run groups designations are: 
 Novice - Green 
 Beginner - Blue 
 Intermediate - Yellow 
 Instructor - Black, Red 

Run Sessions 

Each run group will have several 20-minute or 30-minute run sessions daily. The run sessions are limited to 
only those cars assigned to the run group. Watch your schedule and be prompt. You and your instructor 

should agree in advance where you will meet prior to the start of your run session. 

Staging Area 

The Staging Area is used to facilitate the movement of run groups onto Pit Road. Five to ten minutes before 
your run session begins, drive your car to the staging area. You and your instructor should have helmets on 

and be ready to enter the track. You will be checked for correct run group (color dot in upper left of windshield), 
wristband, appropriate clothing (pants & shirt in natural fiber). A corner worker or club volunteer in the Staging 
Area or the corner worker at Pit-Out will indicate when you are to move onto Pit Road. Do not drive through 
the pit wall opening until directed to do so. Parking in the staging area is restricted to instructors who must 
expedite transferring between their cars and their students’ cars. 

Pit Road or Pit Lane 

From the Staging Area, cars move through the opening (turn LEFT please)  onto Pit Road before entering the 
actual track. Pit Road is a restricted area to be used exclusively for cars moving onto and off of the track. No 
one except the assigned corner workers should be standing on Pit Road. Parking is not permitted on Pit 

Road. Drivers in shared cars are permitted to execute their driver changes in the designated area. Use extra 
caution if you are on Pit Road when other cars or people are present. The Pit Road speed limit is 25 mph. 

Orientation Laps 

These low-speed laps on Saturday morning familiarize the students with the track layout and procedures. The 
instructors drive their own cars at reduced speeds providing a preview of the track, noting flag stations, and 
demonstrating proper pit-out and pit-in procedures. 

How to SAFELY Enter the Track (or Pit-Out) 

Pit-out refers to the procedure used to move safely from Pit Road onto the track surface. Do not try to “blend” 
into traffic. The cars which are already on track are moving much faster than you are. Stay fully left until you 
are approaching the turn-in for Turn 2. Confirm that you are not moving into the path of another car already on 
track by checking your mirrors and verifying that no one is in your blind spot. A dangerous situation at any track 
occurs as drivers misjudge the speed of approaching cars and attempt to move into their paths. Cars already 
on track have the right-of-way and should maintain their speed. When approaching Turn 1, be aware of cars 
entering the track. 
 

 



Pit-out  may refer also to the corner worker at the end of Pit Road who directs you onto the track when it is 
safe. Never enter the track until directed by the corner worker at pit-out. Do not approach the pit-out area 
unless you are prepared to enter the track. This is not the place to fasten your helmet, adjust your seat, or 
clean your sunglasses. Preparations must be completed in the Staging Area before moving onto Pit Road. 

Pit Signal and Proper Pitting (or Pit-In) 

Signal that you will be entering the pits by holding your arm out the window with your left fist extended upward, 
clearly visible to the drivers behind you. This pit signal should be displayed as you approach the last turn (Turn 
14) of the road course. After you exit Turn 14, reduce your speed slightly to enter Pit Road. Reduce your 
speed significantly after you enter Pit Road. Maximum speed on Pit Road is 25 mph. 

“The Line” 

Although there are many paths that will get you around the track, you will find that some paths or arcs work 
better than others. To avoid a lot of trial-and-error (and terror), your in-car instructor will teach you “The Line”.  
“The  Line” will be different for different cars and different drivers. Don’t follow the car in front of you assuming 
that they know the proper path. Listen to your instructor. Drivers Education is learning where you want to place 
your car on the track and how to get it there safely and consistently. 

Anatomy of a Turn:  Turn-In, Apex, Track-Out  

At some point as you approach a turn, you will have to turn the wheel. That’s the Turn-In.  Sounds easy, huh? 
The Apex is a little more difficult to explain since there are geometric apexes, late apexes, early apexes and 
double apexes. In the simplest terms, it is where you next approach the edge of the track after your Turn-In. 
Track-Out is easy to explain - it’s where you hope you end up before you are Out-of-Track. The classroom 
instructor will explain these terms in great detail. Your instructor will determine the Turn-In, Apex, and Track-
Out points that work best for your car and your driving technique. 

Passing Signals and Passing Zones 

Carolina Motorsport Park has three passing zones for Novice students: front straight (Turn 14  Turn 1), back 
straight (Turn 7  Turn 8), and The Kink straight (Turn 9   Turn 10). Advanced students and instructors have 
additional passing zones. 
Performing a pass: The trailing car passes to the RIGHT of the leading car in all Novice passing zones.  All 

passes must be completed safely before the end of the passing zones.  No passes will be allowed without a 
signal from the leading car to the car DIRECTLY behind it. One signal, one car.  Do not hang your arm out the 
window for “anyone who might be back there”. Passing signals are useful only if the leading car sees the car 
behind it, and then displays a passing signal to acknowledge their presence and permission for the trailing car 
to safely pass. No drag racing will be tolerated!  The front straight and kink straight passing zones are short, so 
the leading car must moderate its speed to facilitate the pass. 
The most numerous complaints at every driving event are related to PASSING...”!#%!&!”, “late passing 
signals”, “no passing signals”, “unclear passing signals”, “passing without a signal” (a BIG No-No!), “late 
passes”, “one signal for a group of cars”.  Often it is not the inexperienced drivers who are the worst offenders. 
Practice courtesy on-track and everyone will have a better time. If there is a car behind you, give it the 
opportunity to pass you. Signals should be given early in the passing zone, but only after you have completed 
your track-out and feel comfortable holding the steering wheel with one hand. If you are waiting to pass 

another car, be certain that the driver sees you before you begin your pass. The only way that you can be 
certain that the other drivers sees YOU is when YOU see the passing signal from the other driver. 

Cooldown Lap 

After receiving and acknowledging the checkered flag, proceed at speed to the next braking zone and reduce 
your speed to allow your brakes and engine to cool before re-entering Pit Road. This is a good time for your 
instructor to give you pointers at a slower speed. Always use the proper pit signal and pit-in procedure. Even 
though everyone is headed into the pits at the end of the cooldown lap, you must signal your intentions to enter 
the pits. A clear pit-in signal informs the corner workers and other drivers that you saw the checkered flag 
and are heading into the pits. A wave to each corner worker on your cooldown lap is a nice way to say thank 
you to those folks watching out for you. 

Corner Workers or Flagger 

These are the generous folks who endure heat, rain, cold, and bad attitudes to provide you with an extra set of 
eyes and ears. Unsafe track conditions are communicated to the drivers by the corner workers’ use of flags 

and occassionally by gestures. Pay attention to them. They may help you avoid an unpleasant experience. 
Your instructor will point out their stations (where corner workers are located) during orientation laps. Wave to 
the corner workers on your cooldown lap to thank them for their assistance. 



Flags 
Always acknowledge a displayed flag. 

Green Flag 

 

The current session is underway with passing allowed in the passing zones after a proper passing 
signal from the lead car. 

Yellow Flag - Standing or 

Stationary 

 

As with traffic lights, this flag indicates Caution.  You may continue to drive, but at a reduced speed. 
Proceed carefully. Passing is not allowed until the station preceding the next passing zone is not 
displaying a yellow flag (that is, the station is clear). 

Yellow Flag - Waving 

 

A Yellow flag in motion means “Extreme Caution”.  Something is on or very close to the track. Your 
speed should be reduced significantly since you must alter your path and progress through that area of 
the track. Be prepared to take evasive action. Slow down to allow yourself sufficient traction, time, and 
space to avoid an incident. As with the standing Yellow, no passing is allowed until the station 
preceding the next passing zone is clear. 

Yellow Flag with Red Stripes 

 

This flag indicates that there is a foreign substance or object on or near the track. The foreign 
substance may be dirt, oil, antifreeze, or gasoline. The foreign object could be a cone, car part, rock, or 
an animal. Reduce your speed. You may have less traction or may have to alter your path. Either 
requires a lower speed to maintain control of your car. 

Blue Flag with  

Yellow Stripe or  
Solid Blue Flag 

 

Although you are responsible for being aware of traffic behind you, this flag displayed before a passing 
zone advises you that a passing signal should be given for the car behind or quickly approaching you. 
This does not mean that if you have a car behind you, but no “passing” flag is displayed, that you do not 
have to give a passing signal.  Be courteous to the other drivers, whether you are the passer or the 
passee. 

White Flag 

 

A slow-moving or emergency vehicle is ahead of you. Slow down and proceed with caution. No passing 
is allowed until you are beyond the slow-moving or emergency vehicle and until the station preceding 
the next passing zone is clear. 

Black Flag - pointed at one car 

 

The car which is the target of the Black flag is being asked to pit because of a driving or mechanical 
problem. If the Black flag is pointed at you, acknowledge the flag and prepare to pit on this lap. Display 
the proper pit signal before entering Turn 14. Stay to the left as you exit Turn 14. Enter Pit Road 
slowly, and proceed safely to the corner worker at Pit-Out. 

Black Flag - Standing or 

Stationary 

 

All cars are requested to pit when this flag is displayed. Proper pit-in procedures must be observed by 
all drivers. Display the pit signal before Turn 14, slow down entering Pit Road, and await instructions 
from the corner worker on Pit Road.  No passing is allowed when a standing Black flag (or “Black Flag 
All”) is displayed. 

Black Flag with  

Red/Orange Circle or 
“Meatball” Flag 

 

May be used in place of a Black flag to signal a possible mechanical problem with a car. Acknowledge 
the flag. Slow down and get off the driving line if you suspect that you are leaking a fluid. Pull safely into 
the pits, and proceed directly to the corner worker at Pit-Out. 

Red Flag 

 

Check your mirrors!!!! Do not slam on your brakes because the driver behind you may not have seen 
the Red flag. Stop only when you are sure that no one will run into you. Stop safely and then move to 
the side of the track. Do not leave the pavement or you may start a grassfire. 
If you cannot see or be seen by a corner worker after stopping, roll forward slowly (5mph) until you are 
within sight of a corner worker. If your brakes are hot, do not keep your foot on the brake pedal while 
you are stopped. Stay in your car with your helmet on. Obey instructions given by corner workers in 
your vicinity. When it is safe to proceed, the flag stations will display a standing Yellow or Black flag. 
Proceed cautiously to Pit Road, observing proper pit-in procedures. 

Checkered Flag 

 

This flag signifies the end of the current run session.  Acknowledge the flag, but continue to drive your 
car at a normal pace toward the next braking zone. Begin braking lightly earlier and then continue at a 
significantly reduced pace on a cooldown lap – generally fourth gear using no brakes. As you 
approach Turn 14, display the proper pit signal to let the corner workers and other drivers know that 
you saw the checkered flag and are heading into the pits. No passing is permitted beyond the 
Checkered Flag.
